I. Always Stay in Control and be able to stop or avoid 
other people or objects. 

II. Know Your Limits & Ride within your ability. Start 
small and work your way up. 

III. Protect Yourself - use an appropriate bike, helmet, 
and protective equipment. 

IV. Inspect and Maintain Your Equipment - know your 
components and their operation prior to riding 

V. Be Lift Smart. Prior to using any lift, you must have 
the knowledge and ability to load, ride and unload 
safely. Ask for assistance with chairlifts and surface 
lifts if unsure. 

VI. Respect the Trails and Features. Conditions are 
always changing - plan and adjust your riding 
accordingly. Inspect features before use and 
throughout the day. 

VII. Observe All Posted Signs and Warnings. Keep off 
closed trails and out of closed areas. 

VIII. Be Visible. You must not stop where you obstruct a 
trail or are not visible from above. 

IX. Look Out for Others. People ahead of you have the 
right of way. It is your responsibility to avoid them. 
Look both ways and yield when approaching an 
intersection. 

X. Cooperate. If involved in or witness to an incident, 
identify yourself to staff.
